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Sounds of Intent Charity

Safeguarding Children and Vulnerable Adults Policy

1.	Context
Sounds of Intent Charity seeks to promote of the education and wellbeing of children, young people and adults through investigating, researching, developing and promoting educational, therapeutic and recreational strategies and resources that support and encourage the creative and aesthetic development of such people through the performing arts and in particular their understanding and appreciation of and engagement with music. The Charity expects every adult working with or for it to support the policy and to comply with it.
2. Purpose of the Policy
This policy is intended to protect children, young people and vulnerable adults who may directly or indirectly have contact with the Charity. Sounds of Intent Charity believes that no child, young person or vulnerable adult should experience abuse or harm and is committed to their protection.
3. The Risks to Children and Vulnerable Adults
The Charity recognises that most children and vulnerable adults live in safe environments. Nevertheless, there are situations where children and vulnerable adults need protection including but not limited to:
· Sexual abuse
· Grooming
· Physical and emotional abuse and neglect
· Domestic violence
· Inappropriate supervision by staff or volunteers
· Bullying
· Victimisation
· Self-harm
· Unsafe environments and activities
· Crime
· Exploitation

4. Universality of Protection
Sounds of Intent Charity recognises that:
· the welfare of children, young people and vulnerable adults is paramount
· all children, young people and vulnerable adults, regardless of race, gender, religious belief, disability, age, sexual orientation or identity have a right to equal protection from harm
· some children, young people and adults are more vulnerable to harm as a result of their circumstances, prior experiences, communication needs or level of dependency; and
· working with children, young people, vulnerable adults, their parents and/or guardians, carers or other agencies is essential to protecting their wellbeing.

5. Reporting Concerns
The Charity will take very seriously any allegation of impropriety on the part of any member of the Charity. A member of the Charity who discovers anything amiss should get in touch immediately with the Chair, Adam Ockelford. If their issue concerns Adam Ockelford, they should report this to the police or social services.
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
